In any test diagram illustrating a test, dimensions will be approximate and only for guidance. Indications of the
direction of travel of the competing car when crossing a line, passing between markers will be mandatory but not
exclusive (ignoring shunts to avoid markers) A maximum penalty will be applied when the mandatory sequence of
manoeuvres has not been correctly completed. A test will not be deemed incorrectif the driver realises their
mistake, returnsto the point at which the mistake occurred andthen completes the test correctly as required by
the test diagram.
